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The participants of the Round Table on the Strategy of Fighting Corruption and its Implementation Plan for 2012-2014: the Jogorku Kenesh of the Kyrgyz Republic, the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic, state agencies, civil society institutions, international organizations 

- emphasizing their readiness for setting up a dialog and an effective information exchange, 

- considering that corruption is one of the most serious threats to society that touches upon all spheres of citizens' life activities, undermines democratic foundations of society, political stability and the rule of law, violates human rights and public security. deforms the economy, degrades the quality of life and threatens the future of the Kyrgyz Republic, 

- convinced that success of the anticorruption struggle relies on close collaboration of the President of the Kyrgyz Republic, Jogorku Kenesh, the Government with broad participation of citizens, non-government organizations. business structures, political parties and all other stakeholders, while realistically recognizing that some elements within the government may resist reform, 

- filled with resolution based on common commitment, aspiration and will to make all efforts to prevent and fight corruption, 

- having discussed other countries' experience, research findings, mechanisms of preventing and fighting corruption, 

- taking into account all the proposals made by the KR Government, civil society institutions, as well as international donor organizations in the course of discussions, 

adopted their final Resolution that aims at further promotion and implementation of the State Strategy for Fighting Corruption and preparation of an Action Plan on its implementation for 2012-2014. 
Participants of the Round Table note that in order to reduce corruption in the country and to further promote inplement the State Strategy for Fighting Corruption, the following needs to be achieved as a pledge of the anticorruption policy's success: 
· committing to transparency and accountability at all levels of government,
· preventing and opposing corruption within the structure of the Presidential, Parliamentary and executive branches of power, 
· preventing corruption at the stage of regulatory legal acts (RLA) and other state documents development by means of carrying out an expert anticorruption examination of the legislation, strategies, programs, Government decisions, institutional regulatory legal acts under enactment, 
· setting up an effective system of Parliamentary and public control,
· appointing honest professionals to state political and administrative positions, excluding the practice of redistribution of positions for "revolutionary" and "partisan" achievements or based on regional affiliation, 
· inevitability of punishment for corruption; 
and support: 

- the KR Government's commitment to take decisive measures to reduce corruption in the country. 

In order to promote and effectively implement the State Strategy, participants of the Round Table believe it necessary to recommend for:
Jogorku Kenesh: 
· to enhance the efficiency of the system of the Parliamentary control in accordance with the approved procedural rules of the JogorkuKenesh activities, recognizing that some of these rules may need to be altered in order to promote reform; 
· to assist in setting up and promoting a Standing Reform and Anticorruption Council under the JogorkuKenesh of the KR for implementation of the State and public control in monitoring enactment and execution of laws; 
· to provide airtime on the Parliament channel and public television channels for public discussion of the progress of the State Strategy's implementation and state agencies' reporting;
Government of the Kyrgyz Republic: 
1. to ensure transparency of processes for appointments of top political and administrative positions, excluding possibilities of using political corruption; 
2. to practically implement its political will through inevitability of punishment for corruption; 
3. to carry out independent assessment of the citizens  trust  to state agencies on a regular basis; 
4. to make corrections to the Plan of the State Policy Implementation taking into account increase/decrease of the population's level of reliance on state agencies; 
5. to further promote initiatives that have been planned within the framework of the Anti-Corruption Plan jointly endorsed by signature by the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic and the Anticorruption Business Council of the Kyrgyz Republic; 

State Agencies: 
· to conduct open public hearings on the basis of the Academy of Management under the President of the KR on implementation of the State Strategy for Fighting Corruption by State agencies  - quarterly and throughout 2012; 
· to set up a real-time electronic database on Government procurement and budget expenditures and ensure its free accessibility for the public; 
Expert organizations and civil society institutions: 
· to further promote activities of the Standing Inter-PAC Anti-Corruption Working Group formed of representatives of civil society institutions and public advisory councils under state agencies through the initiative of the Anticorruption Business Council of the Kyrgyz Republic; 
· to further promote activities of the All-National Platform for Legitimacy, Political Transparency, Security and Human Rights in order to establish a permanent communicative platform that will promote fight against corruption and establishing the rule of law; 
· to increase the efficiency of the system of public control through active participation in the activities of the Public Council under the Jogorku Kenesh; 
International donor and financial institutions: 
· to provide assistance in establishing the system of public control and corruption counteraction mechanisms within the Jogorku Kenesh; 
· to provide assistance in promoting the Standing Inter-PAC Anti-Corruption Working Group; 
· to provide assistance in promoting activities of the All-National Platform for Legitimacy, Political Transparency, Security and Human Rights in order to establish a permanent communicative platform promoting fight against corruption and establishing the rule of law; 
· to publish materials, reports by state agencies and research results by expert communities both in the National and Official Languages; 
· to provide assistance in conducting public hearings and consultations on the issues of fighting and preventing corruption; 
Scientific, research and educational institutions: 

· to conduct anticorruption research of the activities of the state agencies, local self-governance agencies, joint stock societies, political parties and other agencies, organizations and institutions with further discussions and coverage of the results of such monitoring in mass media.
